Sat/Sun, April 27-28, 2024- 80 shot aggregate Big Bore BPCR Match; 40 shot match per day.  Match starts at 08:30.
Open to:
All BPCR and 22 BPCR shooters. NRA and/or TSRA membership is NOT required for either match. BPCRA membership is not required for the .22 match, but is encouraged.
Entries:
Advanced entry and payment is required.  Entry is limited to 72 competitors for the big bore match, and 48 competitors for the .22 match. You must select either Scope or Iron sights.
